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M.A Courses Description
Part One:

(2305701) Social Theories: This course deals with the most prominent classical and modern
social theories such as; Structural functional theory, modern functionalism and structural
transformations, classical and modern conflict, symbolic interactionism, exchange, critical race
theory, communicative action theory, and phenomenology (ethnomethodology).

(2305730) Development and Social Policies: This course includes a critical interdisciplinary
approach to analyzing problems of societal responses to social need in the context of
development and associated social and structural transformations. It also focuses on how social
policy can be used as a force for gradual transformation, sustainable, equitable and gender-
responsive development and social justice in the context of contemporary globalization and
demographic shifts such as migration and urbanization.

(2305720) Research Methodology in Sociology: This course covers how to collect and present
quantitative and qualitative data, and identify the basic types of research methods, including
social surveys, experimental method, interviews, ethnography, longitudinal and cross-sectional
studies. This course also aims to train students on how to employ sociological theory in social
research.

(2305731) Analytical Statistics: This course aims to train students on the basic skills of data
summarization as a basic skill for statistical analysis. The student will also learn how to use
Excel to summarize data effectively, which helps to make “primary” data understandable, and
the skills required to use Excel formulas to gain insight into data. Using various summary
statistics, to plot a graph, and identify the summary statistics that are most relevant to the
research data. Also, this course covers several topics; Inferential statistics Linear regression
and modelling Means - measures of central tendency, such as mean and median, Dispersion -
measures of data spread, such as standard deviation, confidence intervals, quartiles, standard
error, data distribution, skewness, kurtosis, histogram, and plot.

(2305732) Urbanization and Demography: This course aims to understand the phenomenon
of urbanization and urban growth from a demographic perspective. It also covers several topics
that represent the main focus of the demographic perspective of urbanization, such as;
Migration from rural areas to cities and urban centres, its pace and causes, and the intertwining
of demographic trends with economic, social and political trends to create a dynamic context
for the work of cities and urban areas. This course also addresses the relationship between
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urbanization and demographic indicators, how demography shapes desired development
outcomes, how population growth, aging and migration affect city growth trajectories, and how
and why demographic trends at the city level differ from national and regional trends.

Part Two:

(2305733) Social Change: This course presents different perspectives on globalization, the
environment, and social change. It studies contemporary challenges in light of the past and
present social, economic and environmental changes brought about by globalization. This
course addresses the links between environmental issues, social and economic development,
and political processes at the global and local levels. Comparing and reflecting on different
theoretical approaches in the field of globalization, environment, social change and related
challenges, calculating and analysing the processes driving globalization, environmental and
social change and related challenges, and the effects of such processes in time and space.

(2305734) Political Sociology: This course aims to analyse social institutions and the types of
power that exist in modern society, and how to shape the material and social conditions for
political development, by understanding the work of the leading social science theorists in the
second half of the nineteenth century and early twentieth century on the relations between
social and political, and studying Understand how power is used and institutionalized, which
groups have power and how it is used. It also covers several topics such as; Political behaviour,
mass democratic organizations, bureaucratic rationality, empirical political sociology, party
machinery, elites, property distribution and educational opportunities for political activities.

(2305735) Studies in Social Psychology: This course aims to enable students to apply social
psychology to a wide range of social problems and to answer key questions such as: How do
attitudes form, develop, and relate to behavior? What are the main drivers that influence
people's reactions to the social world? What are the psychosocial processes affecting the form
and content of language and communication? The course also covers theoretical approaches
such as; Symbolic interactionism, role theory, trend formation, and social change processes.

(2305736) Sociology of work and organization: This course aims to study the main role of
the social, cultural, political and symbolic dimensions of organizations, and to identify the
importance of individual and collective dynamics. Understand the role of individuals in
organizations as resources and factors surrounding the formation of identities and motivations
at work, identify power relationships (formal and informal), and characterize negotiation and
conflict processes. Also, defining the role of organizational culture, change mechanisms and
general competencies, and characterizing general issues related to the sociology of
organizations.
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(2305715) Technology and Society: This course aims at studying the interrelationship
between technology and society. And understanding technological change from historical,
artistic and philosophical points of view and its impact on human needs and interests. In
particular, students will study the causes and consequences of technological change and assess
the implications of technology, and will cover important topics such as; Social construction of
technology (SCOT), Socio-technical systems theory.

(2305737) social problems: This course aims to define the social problem, its degrees and its
legitimacy. Also, this course explains the main types of social research and social theory is
used in understanding social problems, for example, but not limited to; Poverty, hunger, racism
and sexism, drug use and violence, climate change, racial inequality, crime, and how to apply
the concept of social imagination, and compare the main social perspectives on social
problems.

(2305726) Deviance and Social Control: This course aims to identify deviance and classify
deviant behavior, and to understand how individual behavior is organized in primary group
relationships, and how large social institutions such as education, religion, law, and the political
system maintain order in society. And distinguish between mechanisms of social control, and
discussing social perspectives in explaining deviance and social control, such as; Social chaos,
control theory, emotion theory, and the symbolic interactionist approach to deviance, including
segregation theory and stigma theory.

(2305738) The Arab Family: This course discusses the structural and functional components
of the Arab family, and describes the social changes in Arab society and its repercussions on
the structure of the Arab family and social functions. This course discusses the main concerns
of the contemporary Arab family including communication and power, the balance between
work and family obligations, the impact of social change, and contemporary social policy
issues.

(2305739) Cyber Sociology: This course is concerned with researching social issues in
cyberspace such as; Cyber identity, security and privacy, cyber culture, cyber interaction. It
also discusses the social impacts and implications of computer technologies such as the Internet
and virtual reality, and how digital technology, especially the Internet, enables people to
communicate with others in revolutionary new ways to exchange information, communicate,
and form intimate and professional relationships, and discuss the role of social networking sites
in facilitating communication, and managing impression, Strategic writing and political
protest.

(2305702) Contemporary Social Issues : This course aims to study and analyze the most
pressing contemporary social issues facing local and global communities. It focuses on
examining the social, economic, and political factors that contribute to the emergence and
exacerbation of these issues. Topics covered include poverty and inequality, unemployment,
youth issues, migration, domestic violence, social discrimination, and climate change. The
course also emphasizes various solutions and approaches to addressing these issues by
analyzing social policies and sustainable development programs. Through this course,
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students are trained to analyze these issues using sociological methods, developing a critical
understanding of the presented issues and social intervention strategies.
