The course addresses various issues in ancient Arabic poetry across different epochs,
based on two approaches that contribute to elucidating these issues and observing the
multitude of changes and signs of evolving developments.

It also involves analyzing poetic discourse through
examining the anthology of ancient Arabic poetry and invoking its essence.
The second approach relates to conducting in-depth research by students, aiming to trace
the poetic problematics in different epochs, and noting the changes that affected poetic
imagery, the structure of the poem, methods of expression, as well as the strategies used in
organizing poetic purposes, along with tracing the origins of newly emerged poetic
purposes and examining the references formed during these periods. This is done drawing
on tools from modern literary criticism methods and their trends.
